4 States of Matter Problem
SPS5:  Compare and Contrast the phases of matter as they relate to atomic and molecular movement.

Element:  Compare and contrast the atomic/molecular motion of solids, liquids, gases, and plasmas.

Goal:  Two states of matter must work together to solve a problem.  As they solve the problem, the state of matter should also be able to show how their molecular and atomic movement helps in the problem’s solution.
Role:  Your role is to be one of the states of matter:  solid, liquid, gas, or plasma.

Audience:  Other states of matter who wish to learn how to work together.
Situation:  Create a self-help pamphlet for other states of matter who want to learn how to get along with the fellow state of matter.

Product:  Create a pamphlet that explains the following . . . 

a.  What state of matter is having the problem?
b. What is the problem?

c. The solution produced with the cooperation of the other state of matter (must be a different state of matter).

d. Pictures showing the interaction

e. Dialogue or Explanation to go with pictures.

f. Emphasis on how the molecular/atomic movement helped in the solution.
