Draw an Atom Learning Task
This task was begun in the Unit, Finding Order; in this unit, this task is repeated after instruction on the wave-mechanics model of the atom. 

Direct students to draw what they think an atom looks like. On the first day of learning about atomic structure, the student will make this drawing in his/her notebook along with the date. Along with the drawing, the student will give a written explanation of what they understand about the structure of the atom at this time. 

This activity will be repeated at appropriate intervals as the unit progresses and understanding increases. SC3; SCSh7c; SCSh8d. 

This activity is useful for activating thinking at the beginning of the lesson and for teacher monitoring for understanding and formative assessment. Student drawings and writings usually reveal misconceptions. The teacher
